3. Clubs are to create SM Basic Beach Management assessment request in 
Surfguard and submit the assessment. Print out 2 copies of the Form 14 (per 
club) and send these to the course with one your clubs candidates.  

4. The Facilitator/Assessor will sign off both copies of the Form 14 at the 
completion of the course and the Facilitator will return one copy to SLSS 
Branch Office for processing and the other copy is to go back with candidates 
to the Club. The Branch Office will advise the Candidates clubs of those who 
were successful in gaining this award.
