Hold a current SLSA Silver Medallion (Advanced Emergency Care)

Complete an 800 metre swim in 14 minutes or less in a swimming pool of not less than 25 metres

Perform complex patient rescue and support aided and unaided by equipment

Select appropriate rescue equipment

Assess and manage the patient’s |l evels of distre:
Support and return patients to shore

Perform a one-person drag technique and patient lay

Perform Surf Skill and fithess test

e Complete a 400 metre swim, 800 metre run, 400 metre board paddle and 800 metre run in 25
minutes.

e Complete tube rescue of patient 100 metres out at sea and return (flippers optional)
o Complete board rescue of patient 200 metres out at sea and return
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Work Autonomously
¢ Plan and undertake work activities
e Accept responsibilities
e Set performance requirements
¢ Maintain team performance

Assessment
The Candidate must satisfy the majority of the Assessors that they are competent in all learning
outcomes by :

Written or oral examination

Performance of basic skills

Simulation of rescue scenarios

Validity of Award
This award is valid for 12 months from the date of the assessment. For this award to remain valid all
pre-requisites must be maintained as current or valid during this period.

CANDIDATES MUST BRING A RESCUE BOARD AND RESCUE TUBE TO THE ASSESSMENT
AND PROOF OF THEIR TIMED POOL SWIM. Candidates will not be able to participate at the
examination without proof of the timed pool swim.

Clubs are to submit
registration form to SLSS office before COB 15™ April 2008.

candidates and the Branch will process the new award in Surfguard on behalf of the Clubs
and their members.
