Course Purpose : The aim of this course is to provide participants with the skills and knowledge to 

manage multifaceted emergency situations in an advanced manner. 
  
 
Prerequisites : Minimum of 17 years of age on the date of assessment 

Hold current SLSA Senior First Aid Certificate (CPR component must have been 
updated within last 12 months) 
Hold current SLSA Defibrillation Certificate 
Hold current SLSA Advanced Resuscitation Certificate 

 
 
Course Content : Priority Management 
   Identifying Strategies 
   Prioritising, Identifying and Selecting Strategies 
   Problem Solving, Planning, Choosing Strategies 
   Scenarios (Casualty Simulation) 
 
 
Preparation : All learning materials will be provided by the facilitator at the course. 

All candidates will require a pen and paper. 
 
No formal assessments are included however presenter / facilitator will have to  

 make a decision on whether someone has successfully completed the module  
 based upon:  
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¶ Involvement in activities  
¶ Completing scenario activity to a level which demonstrated understanding 

of the application of course principles has been met. This means that a 
participant may have to complete a number of scenario activities or may 
have to re -attend the course. 

¶ Candidates must attend both nights of the course.  
 
 
Process : 1. Those Surf life Savers who are interested in attending the course could they please 

advise their Clubôs Chief Training Officer or Club Administration.   
2. Clubs are to submit registration form/s to SLSS Office before the closing date as 

specified. Course registration forms are available on the SLSS website. Members 
are not to register direct to the Branch Office. The course is limited to 20 
candidates per facilitator.  

3. Clubs are to create SM Advanced Emergency Care assessment request in Surfguard 
and submit the assessment. Print out 2 copies of the Form 14 (per club) and send 
these to the course with one your clubs candidates. 

4. The Facilitator/Assessor will sign off both copies of the Form 14ôs  at the 
completion of the course and the Facilitator will return one copy of form  to SLSS 
Branch Office for processing and the other copy is to go back to the candidates 
club with the candidates.
