General

Inspections need to be done prior to the season so that all equipment is ready to go for the
first patrol.

SLSS will conduct the Annual Gear Inspection for our Clubs on the weekend of 13™ & 14™
September 2008.

Prior to this inspection, Clubs and Services will have already entered/updated their Gear and
Equipment through the Organisational Management in Surfguard.

A Gear Inspection award will be presented at the SLSS Awards of Excellence night, with
points for the inspection going towards the Champion Club point score.

Equipment and Standards
All equipment is to be presented for inspection whether it is usable or not. No equipment is to
be stored offsite or not presented at inspection.
All equipment will be judged to be either:
P = Pass (gear is suitable for use)
F = Fair (may need some minor repair before use)
R= Re-inspect (requires re-inspection before use)
D= Discard (never to be used again)

All equipment is to be laid out ready for inspection and not packed away or in racks. This

includes first aid kits, rescue boards, radios, manikins and oxy-vi vadés. Al |l odegui pmer

numbered.
Any registration forms or documentation for trailers etc is also to be shown at the inspection.

Any equipment that is marked as a Re-inspect will need to be re-inspected before the
commencement of patrols by the District Lifesaving Supervisor.

Use of equipment marked for re-inspection or was not inspected, that is used on patrol is a
serious breach of OH&S policy and will be dealt with accordingly.

SLS NSW has advised the Branch that the contents of the First Aid Room and First Aid
Kits for Patrols will be as per last year. We have attached to this circular copies of the
pages from | ast s e ad thisidfermagon éor your cosvpnerce. i Forther
SLS NSW have advised that a stretcher is not required as part of the patrol equipment, the
spinal board replaces this.

Approval Stickers

All equipment that is suitable for use will have a SLSNSW Gear Inspection sticker affixed.
This will certify this equipment for use anywhere in the State. All new equipment introduced
during the season must also be inspected and have a sticker attached prior to use.

Paperwork
The Branch Office will print out of Surfguard prior to Gear Inspection, two (2) copies of the

Clubs equipment and this information will be given to the Gear Inspection Panel to bring with
them to the Club for the inspection.

Both sets of paperwork will be completed at the inspection and one (1) set of paperwork will
be left with the club after the inspection and the second set will remain with the Gear
Inspection panel for returning to the Branch Office.



Servicing
Equipment requiring service such as Oxy-Vi vaod s, mani kins and radios

be sent away so that they can be returned and be available on the day of your inspection.

Reqistrations
Where equipment is required to be registered (ie. trailers etc), the registration papers will also
need to be available on the day and the relevant registration sticker affixed.

New Equipment
All new equipment purchased during the year must be inspected by the District Lifesaving
Supervisor prior to use and must be entered into Surfguard.
