SUBJECT:  SLSA  ASSESSORS  COURSE  OCTOBER 2008 

 
The following Assessors Course is scheduled in the SLSS Lifesaving & Education Calendar 
2008/2009 for the month of October 2008. Courses run by SLS Sydney will be either Nationally 
Recognised Qualification or a SLSA Award.  This is a Nationally Recognised Qualification Course. 
 
Course Overview & Content 
This course delivers information relevant for people wishing to assess nationally recognized 
qualifications and competencies on behalf of a RTO.  
 
The aim of this course is to enable the participant to develop the important knowledge and skills of 
planning, organizing, conducting and validating assessment within an existing assessment system. 
Candidates will be introduced to the concepts of competency based assessment, how to work with 
candidates for assessment, how to select and use appropriate assessment tools and how to provide 
feedback to candidates. 
 
The course has face to face contact with a qualified Facilitator, from these face to face sessions 
candidates will then plan and conduct assessments under the supervision of an endorsed Assessor 
and participate in assessment validations. 
 
During the face to face delivery, candidates will complete some assessment tasks and will also be 
required to log further evidence as you conduct and validate assessments in the workplace. The 
portfolio of evidence is then submitted to the Facilitator for assessment.  
 
Upon successful completion of the assessment you will receive the following units of competency 
which will be recorded in Surfguard on your award record: 

o TAAASS401C ï Plan and organize assessment 
o TAAASS402C ï Assess competence 
o TAAASS404B ï Participate in assessment validation 

 
These units form part of the nationally recognized Qualification TAA40101 Certificate IV in Training 
and Assessment. 
 
Course Pre requisites for the Candidate 
If a member wishes to become an Assessor they are required to have the qualifications/pre requisites 
as per the SLS NSW Standard Operating Procedures (Training Division), TG3.8 Human Resources 
Endorsements. 
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The member must: 

¶ Be 18 years old 

¶ Have obtained the TAADEL301C - Provide training through instruction and demonstration of 
workskills 

 
Course Details for the Candidate 
The course is held over 4 sessions and conducted by a qualified Facilitator. Candidates must attend 
all sessions of this scheduled course.
